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Road Traffic Act for personal light
electric vehicles in Estonia

Near pedestrians
at the speed of a pedestrian!

A rider of a personal light electric vehicle who

a speed that does not considerably differ from
the speed of the pedestrian and allows for
ﬁ safely overtaking the pedestrian. § 32 (8)

Be visible in the dark!

A personal light electric vehicle must be
equipped with a white light at the front
and a red light at the rear and a yellow,
red or white reflector or light on the
sides. § 87 (1(2))
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"Passengers" not allowed!

Personal light electric vehicle means a
battery-driven vehicle designed for carrying
one individual, which complies with the
requirements of subsection 1(2) of § 87 of
this Act, except a cycle. Gyro scooters are
also considered as a light vehicles. § 2 (21(1))

Crossing the road at unregulated
intersection

The safest way to do this is in a place intended
for pedestrians to cross the road, dismounting
from the vehicle and driving it next to you.
When crossing the road by riding transport,
you need to slow down and make
sure that the maneuver is safe,
car drivers should not
give way to you.
Cross the road at
pedestrian speed.

Up to 16 years old

a Helmet is required!

When riding a cycle, personal light electric
vehicle or a light moped on a road, a rider of
less than 16 years of age must wear a
strapped cycle helmet. § 31 (3)

In public transport with PEV

does not prohibit the carriage of bicycles

and scooters and they are in fact luggage

The speed is limited to 25 km/h

The maximum design speed of a personal
light electric vehicle must not exceed
25km/h and the maximum power of the
motor of a personal light electric vehicle
(except for a self-balancing vehicle) must

Where the road or road part specified in
subsection 4 of this section is missing or

riding thereon is considerably hampered
